S uluslararasi piyasalara katiliminin
niteligini ve uzun vadeli dinamiklerini
ele alacaktir. Bu gercevede, agirlikl
olarak ancak bununla sinirli olmamak
iizere, Bat1 ile uzun mesafeli uluslararasi
deniz ticaretin baglami incelenecek;
ayrica bu siireci miimkiin kilan un-
surlar, sanayi oncesinde on sekizinci
yiizy1l diilnya ekonomisi perspektifinden
degerlendirilecektir.

Oncelikle, on sekizinci yiizyilda diinya
ekonomisindeki genisleme, izmir’in
Imparatorlugun Bati ile ticaretinde hem
ithalat hem de ihracat agisindan baglica
yeniden dagitim limani olarak yiiksel-
mesinde belirleyici olmustur. Bu siireg,
Izmir’i Anadolu i¢ bolgeleriyle de giiclii
bi¢imde iligkilendirmistir. Osmanli
Devleti'nin biiytik kent pazarlarini
gerekli mallarla beslemeye yonelik iage
politikasi, izmir’in Istanbul-izmir-
Iskenderiye ticaret hattinda merkezi bir
konum kazanmasini saglayan bir diger
etkendir. Ayni zamanda, Osmanli-Bat1
ticaretindeki artan énemi, izmir’in hem
kiyi1 hem de acik deniz hatlarini kapsa-
yan imparatorluk ici deniz ticaretindeki

I\/I y presentation will deal with the
nature and long-term dynamicsin
the participation of izmir (Smyrna) in the
international markets, primarily though not
exclusively, within the context of long-dis-
tance international maritime trade with
the west, and through the perspective of

a pre-industrial eighteenth-century world
economy and the factors that made this
possible.

First of all, the expansion of the eighteent-
h-century world economy was instrumental
in izmir's surge as the primary redistributive
portinthe Empire's trade with the westin
both imports and exports, which connected
izmir with the Anatolian interior. Ottoman
policy of provisioning its major urban
markets with necessary goods was another
factor enabling izmir to become the center
in the istanbul-izmir-Alexandria commercial
route, while its growing importancein
Ottoman-Western trade further reenforced
its central rolein the Empire’s internal
maritime trade, both in coastal and blue
water routes. No city-port would have
attained, maintained and increased its

level of commercial prominence within the
Mediterranean and Atlantic Europe —with
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merkezi roliinii daha da pekistirmigtir.
Akdeniz ve Atlantik Avrupa’sinda -hatta
Amerika’nin Dogu Kiyis1 ile gelisen
ticaret baglaminda- hi¢bir liman kenti,
giiclii, aktif ve erken modern bir ekonomi
icin gelismisg bir parasal sektore sahip
olmadan ticari onemini elde edemez,
stirdiiremez ve artiramazdi. Izmir’in
para, doviz ve kredi piyasalari, piyasa
likiditesinin artmasinda belirleyici
olmustur; nitekim bu likidite olmaksi-
zin, kentin hem deniz hem kara yoluyla
yurittigi ticari faaliyetlerin, impara-
torluk icinde ve diinya 6l¢eginde sturdu-
riilmesi miimkiin olmazdi. Kapsamli
kredi mekanizmalarina dayali olarak
igleyen bir imparatorluk i¢cindeki izmir,
bu alanda 6ne ¢ikmistir. imparatorlugun
baskentinde sermaye daha ¢ok mali
sektor ve devletin biitge ihtiyaglariyla
iligkiliyken, Izmir’in para piyasalar1
esas olarak ozel sektore ait olup, burada
piyasa giigleri belirleyici olmusg; Osmanl
ve Avrupali aktorlerin bu mekanizmalari
kendi lehlerine kullanma becerileri de
onemli rol oynamigtir. Para arzinin
donemsel olarak daraldigi ve kredi
kullaniminin yaygin oldugu bir ortamda

-Londra ve Amsterdam gibi istisnai mer-
kezler diginda- siirdiiriilebilir bir kredi
diizeyini koruyabilme becerisi, izmir’in
ekonomik biiyiimesinin devamliligi
acisindan kritik olmustur.

Bu gelismelerin sonucunda, on sekizinci
yizyilin sonlarina dogru ve on doku-
zuncu ylizyilin egiginde, Izmir, ticari
aglarin merkezi bir diigiim noktas1 ha-
line gelmistir. Avrupa ile oldugu kadar
imparatorlugun ic ve kiy1 bolgeleriyle
kurulan en genis ticari aglar, bu merkez-
den yayilmistir. Bu siire¢, Osmanli ve

aburgeoning trade with the East Coast of
America, too-- without having a strong,
active and sophisticated, for an early
modern economy, monetary sector. izmir's
money, currency and credit markets were
pivotal inincreasing its market liquidity,
without which its commercial activities,

by sea and land, within the Empire and the
world, would not have been possible. Within
an empire that functioned on an extensive
credit mechanism izmir excelled in it. Whilst
the Empire’s capital was closely related to
the fiscal sector and the budgetary needs of
the state, izmir's money markets were part
of the private sector, primarily, where the
forces of the market were instrumental as
was the knowledge of the Ottomans and
Westerners to use them to their advantage.
Given periodic scarcity of money and an
extensive use of credit, even in major
commercial markets, except for London and
Amsterdam, knowing how to maintain a
sustainable credit level in one’s market was
crucial in izmir's ongoing economic growth.

As aresult of such developments, by the end
of the eighteenth century, and at the cusp
of the nineteenth, izmir had become the
plaque tournante, or central wheel, from
whose axes the most extensive commercial
networks --with Europe as well as with

the Empire’s interior and coastal areas--
emanated. It was a steady organic growth
based on transactional cooperation and/or
rivalry which went across ethno-religious
and linguistic divide, among Ottoman

and European merchants, active in

these networks. Interlocking relationships,
between both groups and within each
group, were formed leading to longstanding
vested interests on the part of all actors
strengthening these networks. Though they

ve dilsel farkliliklari asan, is birligi ve/
veya rekabete dayali islemler tizerinden
geligen organik ve istikrarl bir biiyii-
menin urinidir. Her iki grup arasinda
ve gruplarin kendi i¢lerinde kurulan ig
ice gecmis iliskiler, tiim aktorler i¢in
uzun vadeli ¢1karlarinin olugmasina ve
bu aglarin gii¢lenmesine zemin hazir-
lamagtir, Kaynagini izmir’in pazarlar:
ve liman alanindan alan bu aglar, kenti
Anadolu i¢ bolgelerine, doguda Iran’a ve
batida Avrupa ile Amerika’ya baglamais;
boylece Izmir’in uluslararasi piyasalara
katiliminda giiclii ve siireklilik arz eden
bir bilylime ortaya gikmistir.

The Last Century of the Byzantine Empire in Western
Anatolia (1205-1317): Smyrna within the Byzantine State of

Hacli Seferi, gemileri saglayan
IV. Venedikliler tarafindan usta bir
manevra ile taht kavgalari ile bunalmig
ve zayiflamig Bizans Imparatorlugu'nun
bagkenti Konstantinopolis’e (Istanbul)
yonlendirildi. Aslinda Hacli Seferlerinin
baslangicindan itibaren Bizans ile Bati
diinyasi arasinda derin bir dismanlik
hiikiim stirmekteydi. Bu iki farkli din-
yanin Hristiyanligin iki farkli ve rakip
mezhebine ait olmalari da bu digsmanli-
g1 kortiklemekteydi.

1204 y1linin Ocak ayinda ise destek-
ledikleri imparatorlarin ayaklanma
sonucunda tahttan indirilip oldiiril-
melerini firsat bilen Haclilar bu kez
kendi hesaplarina istanbul’a yeniden
saldirdilar ve 13 Nisan 1204’te o giine
dek diinyanin gormedigi bir katliam ve
yagma gerceklestirdiler.

Latin igsgalinden etkilenen ve onlarin
egemenligine girmek istemeyen bazi
koklu aristokrat Bizans aileleri bagkenti

The Fourth Crusade, skillfully maneuve-
red by the Venetians who provided the
ships, was directed towards Constantinople
(Istanbul), the capital of the Byzantine
Empire, which had been weakened and
overwhelmed by internal power struggles.
Infact, a deep animosity had prevailed
between Byzantium and the Western world
since the beginning of the Crusades. The fact
that these two different worlds belonged

to two different and rival branches of
Christianity further fueled this animosity.

InjJanuary 1204, seizing the opportunity
presented by the deposition and murder of
the emperors they supported in a rebellion,
the Crusaders attacked Istanbul again, this
time on their own account, and on April
13,1204, they carried out a massacre and
looting unprecedented in the world.

Affected by the Latin occupation and
unwilling to submit to their rule, some
prominent Byzantine aristocratic families
left the capital and retreated to various

Bu aristokratlar
arasinda 1204 yilindan 6nceki son
imparatorlardan Aleksios III Angelos’un
damatlarindan biri olan Theodoros
Laskaris bagkenti Iznik (Nikaia) olan ve
Marmara Denizi kiyilarindan Ege Denizi
kiyilarina kadar tiim Bat1 Anadolu’yu
kapsayan topraklar tizerinde siirgtinde
bir devlet yonetimi kurmaya ¢alisti.

Bu devletin ilk kurulus yillari ¢ok zorlu
gecti. Bu asamayi bagariyla atlattiktan
sonra 1211 yil1 i¢inde iki biiylik sinav
daha vermek zorunda kaldi. Bunlardan
ilki Theodoros I Laskaris’in Konya’daki
Anadolu Sel¢uklularina karsi1 Menderes
Irmagi kiyisindaki Antiokheia’da kazan-
dig1 zaferdi. Iznik-Bizans Devleti i¢cin
hayati 6neme sahip bu savasta Selguklu
sultani Giyaseddin Keyhiisrev hayatini
kaybetti. Bu zafer iznik Devleti'nin
Tirklerle dogu sinirinda yaklasik 50 yil
stirecek bir istikrar ve barig doneminin
devamini saglada.

Ikinci sinav ise devletin bat1 sinirinda
baslangicta bir yenilgi ile basladi.
Istanbul’un Latin imparatoru Henri,
Theodoros I Laskaris’in ordusunu
Ryhndakos (Orhaneli) Cay1 yakinlarinda
yendi (15 Ekim 1211), ardindan Bergama
ve Nymphaion’a (Nif-Kemalpasa) kadar
ilerledi, hatta buradan Smyrna’y1 dahi
tehdit eder bir konuma geldi. Bolgenin
savunmasl imparatorun kardesi
Sebastokrator Georgios Laskaris tarafin-
dan orgiitlenmekteydi. Latin tehlikesi
karsisinda bolge halkini daglik bolgelere
tasiyan Georgios Laskaris Smyrna ve
cevresinin de savunmasini gli¢lendirdi.

regions of Anatolia that had not yet been
occupied by the Latins. Among these aris-
tocrats, Theodoros Laskaris, a son-in-law of
Alexios Ill Angelos, one of the last emperors
before 1204, attempted to establish a state
in exile with its capital in Nicaea (Iznik),
encompassing all of Western Anatolia from
the Marmara littoral to the shores of the
Aegean Sea.

The early years of this state were very tumul-
tuous. After successfully overcoming this
phase, it faced two major challenges in121.
Thefirst was Theodoros | Laskaris' victory
against the Konya-based Anatolian Seljuks
at Antioch on the banks of the Menderes
River. In this battle, which was of vital im-
portance to the Nicaea-Byzantine state, the
Seljuk Sultan Giyaseddin Keyhusrev lost his
life. This victory ensured a period of stability
and peace for the Nicaean Empire onits
eastern border with the Turks, a process
which would last for approximately 5o years.

The second test began with an initial defeat
on the western border of the state. Henry,
the Latin Emperor of Constantinople,
defeated the army of Theodoros | Laskaris
near the Ryhndakos River (Orhaneli) on
October1s, 1211, and subsequently advanced
as faras Pergamon and Nymphaion (Nif-
Kemalpasa), even threatening Smyrna. The
defense of the region was organized by the
emperor's brother, Sebastokrator Georgios
Laskaris . Facing the Latin threat, Georgios
Laskaris transferred the local population to
mountainous areas and strengthened the
defenses of Smyrna and its surroundings.
After several inconclusive clashes in and
around the city, the Latins failed to establish
definitive control over the region, leading
toaborder treaty in Nymphaion in1212.
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Latinler kent ve cevresinde sonugsuz
kalan birkag ¢atismadan sonra bolgede
kesin bir hakimiyet saglayamayinca
1212 yilinda Nymphaion’da bir sinir
antlasmasi yapildi. Latinler Marmara
Denizi'nin kiyisindan baglayip Edremit’e
kadar uzanan topraklari korudular.
Boylece Smyrna ve ¢evresinin de dahil
oldugu Bati1 Anadolu’nun ¢ok biiytik bir
kism1 iznik Devleti’'nin sinirlari icinde
kaldi.

Doguda Tiirklerle, batida ise Latinlerle
ortak sinirlarda askeri gii¢ dengelerini
istikrara kavugturan {znik-Bizans
Devleti'nin egemenleri Istanbul'un
giderek agirlasan ekonomik yiikiinden
de kurtulduktan sonra tiim dikkatini
Iznik’ten Ege Denizi kiyilarina kadar
uzanan verimli Bati Anadolu topraklari-
na dogru gevirdiler. Istanbul’dan kagan
askeri feodal sinifa bolgede genis toprak-
lar verip onlarin desteklerini de sagladi-
lar. Mikhael VIII Paleologos’un tahti ele
gecirdigi ve imparatorlugun enerjisini
Balkanlara yonelttigi 1258 yilina dek 50
yil siiren bu kisa barig déonemi Smyrna’ni
Bizans egemenligi altinda gordiigli son
refah ve gelisme donemi oldu.

Aslinda bu biiyiik gelismeyi yaratan
Thedoros I Laskaris’in 6limiinden sonra
Iznik-Bizans Devleti’'nin bagina gecen
damadi Ioannes III Vatatzes (1222-1254)
oldu. Yeni imparator, esi akilli ve aydin
Irini ile birlikte devletindeki kentleri
sadece askeri ve ekonomik bakimdan
degil, kiiltiir, sanat ve mimari etkin-
likler bakimindan da Yakindogu'nun
onemli merkezleri arasinda soktular,
Ioannes III Vatatzes’in uzun iktidari bo-
yunca iznik sembolik dini bagkent olarak

The Latins retained control of the lands
stretching from the coast of the Marmara
Sea to Edremit. Thus, a large part of Western
Anatolia, including Smyrna and its surroun-
dings, remained within the borders of the
Nicaean State.

Having stabilized the military balance of
power on shared borders with the Turks

in the east and the Latins in the west,
therulers of the Nicaean-Byzantine

Empire, after freeing themselves from the
increasingly heavy economic burden of
Constantinople, turned their attention to
the fertile lands of Western Anatolia stret-
ching from Nicaea to the Aegean coast. By
granting vast tracts of land to the military
feudal class fleeing Constantinople, they
secured the support from this class. This
short period of peace, lasting 5o years until
Michael VIII Palaiologos seized the throne
in1258 and directed the empire's energy
towards the Balkans, was the last period

of prosperity and development for Smyrna
under Byzantine rule. In fact, this great
development was brought about by John

[l Vatatzes (1222-1254), the son-in-law of
Theodore | Laskaris, who succeeded him as
theruler of the Nicaean-Byzantine Empire
after his death. The new emperor, along
with his wise and enlightened wife Irene,
transformed the cities within his empire into
important centers of the Near East, not only
militarily and economically, but also in terms
of culture, art, and architecture. During the
long reign of John Ill Vatatzes, Nicaea main-
tained its existence as the symbolic religious
capital, while Nymphaion (Kemalpasa-Nif)
became the actual administrative capital

of the state. The emperor’'s summer palace
(Maiden Tower) still stands today. According
to the writer Georgios Akropolites, the

Nicaean imperial family spent their
summers in Periklystra (Halkapinar or
Pinarbasi), a water rich suburb of Smyrna.
The emperor and his wife Irene established
alibrary and a university in Nymphaion.
They also revived the monasteries in the
region through generous donations. Some
monasteries, such as those of Lembos,
Kuzenas, Sosandra, and Amarana, became
significant economic powerhouses in the
region due to land grants. In particular, the
Theotokos Monastery (dedicated to Mary
as the Mother of God) on Lembos (Mount
Olympos-Nif) was recreated with the help
of John Il Vatatzes and Empress Irene.

The surviving land registry books, which
record numerous properties that donated in
Smyrna and many surrounding villages es-
pecially in the Memaniomenos (Menemen)
Plain are considered theimportant historical
and geographical source for understanding
13th century-Smyrna.

Aca ortaya ¢ikan denizci Tiirkmen
beylikleri ile beraber, Ege Diinyasi, uzun
on dordinci ylizyil boyunca, sadece
Tirkmen beyliklerini ve Bizans’1 degil,
aynizamanda Ceneviz ve Venedik gibi
biiyiik Akdeniz gli¢lerini de igeren bir
yikici savas donemine taniklik edecekti.

\Nith the rise of the Turcoman
maritime principalities all along the
Aegean coastline of Anatolia, the Aegean
world was to witness a period of devasta-
ting armed conflicts that involved not only
Byzantium and the Turcomans begliks, but
also the major Mediterranean powers, such
as Genoa and Venice, in the long fourteenth
century. The "frontierization” of the Aegean
world brought with it a socio-economic
and demographic cataclysm that had de-
ep-cutting consequences across the region.
This large-scale turmoil that gradually
plagued the Aegean world, however, took
its most severe toll on the region’s ordinary
inhabitants. The conditions of existence
were, to a great extent, deteriorated by the
incessant warfare and plunder that became

a trademark of the region during this period.

Although this episode constitutes a focal
turning pointin the sweeping transformati-
on the late medieval eastern Mediterranean
underwent, modern students of the topic

have paid only limited attention to the ways

Strategically situated at a geographical
crossroads, izmir (Smyrna) and its
hinterland have historically served as

one of the most prominent centers of the
Mediterranean and Anatolia. Its position

at the intersection of critical trade routes
since the Bronze Age contributed to its rising
influence during the archaic and classical
periods, reaching a significant develop-
mental peak under the Roman provincial
administration in Asia Minor. However,

the re-establishment of Constantinople as
the capital in the 4th century AD shifted
traditional east-west trade axes toward
anorth-south orientation, leading to a
socio-economic decline in the region. This
recession persisted under Byzantine rule;
indeed, izmirand its surroundings reflected
the general stagnation and urban collapse
observed across Anatolian cities between
the 7th and gth centuries, a trend corrobo-
rated by contemporary archaeological data.
The city’s period of dormancy was gradually
reversed, first by the establishment of the
naval Theme of Samos in the gth century,
and subsequently by the Nicaean Empire

making the region one of its administrative
hubsin the early13th century. Due toits
geostrategicimportance and the silting

up of the harbors of Miletus and Ephesus,
izmir became one of the centers that the
Byzantine Empire strenghtened the defen-
ses from the11th century onwards. Although
administrative reforms initially warded off
incursions, the city fell to Caka Bey toward
the end of the 11th century, briefly exiting
Byzantine control. Following the First
Crusade, the city returned to the Byzantine
hands but faced frequent Turkish raids.

The Treaty of Nymphaeum in 1261 granted
the Genoese commercial and economic
control despite Byzantine sovereignty,
eventually leading to friction between

the two powers. By the first half of the

14th century, izmir transitioned to Turkish
rule under the Aydinid Dynasty. The city
remained under the Beylik's administration
until the Crusade of 1348, after which it was
held by a Crusader alliance until Tamerlane’s
conquest nearly half a century later. Shortly
after Tamerlane’s intervention, izmir and its
hinterland were definitively incorporated
into the Ottoman Empire.

The transformation and transition of izmir
and its hinterland have generally been exp-
lained through political and military factors.
However, one cause frequently overlooked
by researchers is climate change. The global
impact of the climatic shifts that began
during this period may have influenced the
aforementioned transition process and even
theregional conflicts. The effects of climate
changes on military campaigns—particular-
ly the formation of naval fleets by the domi-
nant powers in the region—are reflected in
historical records; yet, the role of climatic
movements has largely been disregarded in

this process. The Great Famine that struck
Europe starting in the 13105, followed by the
Black Death, played a significantrolein the
rise of the commercial ports in the region.
Furthermore, it would not be erroneous to
link the origins of certain social movements
within the basin to climate change. This
paper examines the period between 1261
and 1426 within the context of the transition
from the Byzantine to the Ottoman Empire,
during which commercial and political
competition intensified.. It emphasizes that
the port played avital role in integrating
the city and its hinterland into the global
world system. It will be argued that izmir
functioned not merely as a “port city” but
as a "gate city” that developed through the
influence of the regions inits hinterland.

This paper examines the roles of Old and
New Phocaea (Foglia Vecchia e Nuova)
in the Genoese westbound commercial
organization, covering the period from their
subjugation to the Genoese administration
until their transition to Ottoman rule. First,
it discusses the establishment of a trade
network by the Zaccaria family, extending
from Phocaea to theportsin Flanders and
England, following the family's acquisition of
control over the region and the subsequent
operation of local alum mines. As alum was
the mostimportant mordant for textile pro-
duction at the time, it faced high demand in
the textile centers of Flanders and England,
allowing the Genoese to successfully
establish a monopoly in this field starting
from the Zaccaria period. Subsequently the
study explores the restoration of the alum
trade organization (originally founded by the
Zaccaria family) after the Genoese, led by
Simone Vignoso, recaptured Chios and the
Phocaeasin1346. It traces the development
of this organization until the end of the

14th century. Furthermore, the study add-
resses how the Phocaeas particularly New
Phocaea, which were relatively less affected

by regional changes due to being under
direct Genoese ruleevolved from being me-
rely alum production centers into regional
hubs where various goods from Western
Anatolia were collected. It also evaluates
the formation of commercial partnerships
known as societas by individuals who
obtained the tax farm for Phocaean alumin
thefirst quarter of the 1sth century, and the
effects of these partnerships on the deve-
lopment of the alum trade. In this context,
the presentation focuses on the activities
of prominent figures in these partnerships,
such as Giovanni Adorno and Francesco
Draperio. Additionally, the paper explains
how the expansionist policy followed by the
Ottomans during the reign of Mehmed | that
led to the capture of all Genoese colonies

in the east (except for Chios) in a relatively
short time, impacted Genoese westbound
trade through the lens of Old and New
Phocaea.

The medieval castle settlement at

Anaia (Kadikalesiin modern Turkiye),
near Kusadasi, is built on a proto-historic
mound. The site offers a detailed stra-
tigraphic record from the Bronze Age to
modern times. Excavations led by Zeynep
Mercangoz and her team from 2001 to 2021
uncovered a wide range of architectural and
material evidence and demonstrated Anaia’s
commercial significance during the late

Byzantine era.

Since becoming the new director of the
excavations in the summer of 2022, and as a
scholar trained to interpret the archeology
of cultural and religioustransformations, |
decided to detect the commercial impor-
tance of Anaia during the late Byzantine
period. One of the primary questions of my
research would thus revolve around the
types of commercial activities conducted at
Anaia during the thirteenth and fourteenth
centuries under Byzantine, Genoese and
Aydinid rule. In this context, | am then

as the Anaia’s harbor.

This paper aims to examine the historical
topography of izmir and its surroundings in
the Late Middle Ages through a holisticapproach
that encompasses harbors, navigational know-
ledge and Genoese architectural presence. The
western Anatolian coasts—particularly the Gulf
of izmir—constituted a highly dynamic zone of
spatial transformation between the13th and 15th
centuries, shaped by the gradual disintegration
of Byzantine authority, the commercial activities
of the Italian maritime republics, therise of the
Turkish beyliks, and the early Ottoman expansi-
on. Within this multilayered historical context,
harbors, quays, and anchorage areas should be
understood not merely as elements of maritime
transport and trade infrastructure, but as key
determinants in the political and economic
reconfiguration of the region.

Rather than prioritizing portolan charts, which
are most often approached through their visual
representations, this paperfocuses on portolan
texts, a corpus that has remained methodo-
logically underexplored in studies of izmir's
historical topography. Composed for seafarers,
these texts provide detailed information on
inter-port distances, routes defined by prevailing
winds, and specific coastal features. As such,

In particu-
lar, the paper critically addresses the Genoese
architectural heritage that has recently been
reintroduced into scholarly and public discourse
through an updated UNESCO World Heritage
Tentative List framework. It argues that, rather
thanrelying on long-standing, isolated, and
overly generalized attributions, this heritage
must be interpreted through the integrated
use of primary sources, period-specific archi-
tectural analysis, and historical topographical
data. By doing so, the study seeks to contribute
new perspectives to the literature and to offer
amore critical and contextualized framework
for understanding the late medieval coastal
landscape of izmir.

Focusing on therising 17th-century port
city of izmir, this study aims to demons-
trate how a local customs commissioner,
Anton Bogos Chelebi, utilized this com-
mercial center to construct multi-layered
political, cultural, and commercial networks
stretching from Iranin the east to London

in the west. The research argues that Anton
Bogos Celebi's activities during his tenure as
the customs commissioner of izmir were not
merely a matter of local tax administration
but functioned as the primary axis for a vast
network of wealth and influence spanning
the Mediterranean and beyond. Starting his
career alongside English merchants in the
port of izmir, Anton Bogos leveraged the
political power of his brother, Hasan Aga
(the customs commissioner of Istanbul), to
transform izmirinto a central nexus for both
the silk trade and diplomatic-commercial
relations with Europe. When forced to flee
izmir for Livorno following the Cinar Incident

T zmir ve cevresi, Roma ve erken

Hristiyanlik donemlerinden itibaren
dini ve mesiyanik hareketler i¢in
verimli bir zemin olagelmistir. Bliyiik
bir liman kenti olarak stratejik konumu,
kozmopolit niifusu ve hem kiiresel siyasi
gelismelere hem de tekrarlayan dogal
afetlere maruz kalmasi sebebiyle izmir,
apokaliptik beklentiler ve dini yenilikler
i¢in son derece dinamik bir ortam
saglamistir.

Bu teblig, bu uzun mesiyanik ve dini
gelenegin 17. ve 18. yiizyillarda Sabbatai
Sevi figiirii ve ardindan ortaya ¢ikan
post-Sabatayci peygamberlik hareketleri
araciligiyla nasil doniistiigiini ince-
lemektedir.

zmir and its surrounding region have long

functioned as a fertile ground for religious
and messianic movements, dating back to
Roman and early Christian times. Owing to
its strategic position as a major portcity, its
cosmopolitan population, and its exposure
to both global political developments and
recurrent natural disasters, izmir developed
into a uniquely dynamic environment for
apocalyptic expectation and religious
innovation.

This paper examines the transformation of
this longstanding tradition in the sevente-
enth and eighteenth centuries through the
figure of Sabbatai Sevi and the subsequent
emergence of post-Sabbatean prophetic
movements. Sabbatai Sevi's messianic proc-
lamation and his later conversion to Islam
in1666 did not mark the end of messianic
fervor; rather, they initiated a new phase

in which his followers reinterpreted his life
and actions within a continuing redemptive
framework. This process led to the forma-
tion of enduring communities such as the
Dénmes and sustained expectations of his
eventual return.

Focusing particularly on the activities of
Sabbatai Sevi (d.1676), Daniel Israel Bonafoux
(d.a701), and Abraham Cordosa, this study
highlights how izmir remained a central hub
of post-Sabbatean agitation. Bonafoux’s
prophetic claimsin the early eighteenth
century, supported by networks of disciples
and thinkers such as Abraham Miguel
Cardozo, reflect both the persistence and
transformation of Sabbatean ideology.
These movements unfolded within a city
marked by economic fluctuation, demog-
raphic change and physical destruction,
conditions that further intensified messianic
anticipation.

Drawing on archival records, European
consularand missionary accounts, the
paper demonstrates that izmir was not
merely a passive setting but an active node
in a transregional network connecting the
Ottoman Empire with Europe and the wider
Mediterranean.

Ultimately, this study argues that izmir was
not only the birthplace of Sabbatai Sevi but
also a crucial center for the reconfiguration
of his legacy. As such, "Messianic izmir”
represents a key case for understanding how
urban space, social crisis and transnational
networks intersected to sustain and reshape
early modern messianic movements.

Mustafa Efendi’nin hayatina dair yazili
kaynaklarda sinirl bilgi bulunmakla
birlikte Izmir’de tesis ettigi genis
kapsamli vakif, hem sahsiyetine hem
de donemin kiiltiir hayatina dair 6nemli
bilgilere kaynaklik etmektedir. 17. yliz-
yilin ilk yarisinda Yapici Mahallesi'nde
kurdugu kiilliyede uzun yillar irsad
faaliyetlerinde bulunmus ve burada vefat
etmistir.

This paper focuses on Sheikh Mustafa
Efendi, a disciple of Aziz Mahmud
Hudai who lived in izmir. While written
sources contain limited information
about Mustafa Efendi’s life, the exten-
sive foundation he established in izmir
provides significantinsights into both

his personality and the cultural life of the
period. He performed religious teachings-
for many years in the complex he founded
during the first half of the17th centuryin
the Yapici neighborhoodwhere he passed
away. Evliya Celebi's record of Sheikh
Mustafa Efendi being alive but elderly
during his visit to izmir in 1671 indicates
that hewas an influential religious figure
in the city at that time. In Ottoman cities,
foundations served not only as instituti-
ons ensuring the continuity of religious
and charitable services but also as tools
for the establishment and institutionaliza-
tion of Sufi orders within the urban space.
In this context, Sheikh Mustafa Efendi's
endowment deed, which includes a tekke,
school, library and mosques in izmir, of-
fers a remarkable case for understanding
the relationship between foundation,
Sufiorder and city. The endowment deed
details the specific conditions for the

the majestic aqueducts of the transmission
lines to the mosques, churches, synagogues,
hospitals, bazaars, khans, frenkhanes, rum-
hanes, yahudihanes, private residences and
fountains that shaped neighborhood culture
and served as the heart of urban districts.

Preliminary findings indicate that by the
mid-19th century the Koprullu Fazil Ahmet
Pasha wagf waters met approximately
seventy percent of the water requirements
of izmir's city center. The vast majority of
the inhabitants obtained their water from
nearly a hundred public fountains provided
by the waqfs. On the other hand access to
water within individual residences emerged
as adistinct status symbol and a wealth
indicator within the social fabric of the
period; acquiring private water rights for
ahousehold was a privilege as valuable as
property ownership itself. Ina cosmopolitan
and heterogeneous port city like izmir, the
wagqf system established a public service
network encompassing all religious and
social structures. This system transformed
public spaces into spheres of interaction and
made a vital contribution to the “culture of
coexistence”among diverse faith groups.
Ultimately, the study asserts that water
was not merely a technical infrastructure
element but also a fundamental instrument
of social peace and urban integration.

The presence of European merchantsin
Ottoman cities during the early modern
period has been well documented in histori-
ography. The legal position granted to them
by the Porte, the development of different
European communities under management
of political personnel such as consuls,

the establishment of durable commercial
relationship with Ottoman merchants and
European partners back home are all topics
that have received scholarly attention, in
different national contexts. Historiography
on French, Dutch, English and Venetian
trading communities is extensive enough
forthere to be a good understanding of the
professional functioning and legal residence
of European mercantile communitiesin
Ottoman cities such as izmir and Istanbul.
Much less is known, however, on the perso-
nal lives of these men, and the women who
lived with them and were married to them.
Part of the explanation for this is a traditi-
onal focus on men as agents of history, but
italso has to do with a difficulty of finding
these women in the archives.

Mostly, when they do get mentioned, itis
generally in a narrative of control. There

when European wives accompanied their
men to the Levant, and various nations
began to forbid it in the eighteenth century,
and Christian marriages on Ottoman soil
were generally discouraged. The Dutch, for
instance, were not keen on seeing Dutch
women going to the Ottoman Empire with
their husbands. Many of the latter arrived
alone, joining peers who had gone as bac-
helors. While those married did not neces-
sarily abstain from relationships with local
women, several of the bachelor merchants
married non-Muslim Ottoman women, to
the dismay of men from the latter’s commu-
nities. In the second half of the eighteenth
century, the Greek bishop of izmir made
formal complaints against the association
between Dutch traders and Greek women.
Nonetheless, several of such marriages
continued to exist. In my presentation, | will

This presentation examines the econo-
mic activities and commercial networks
of HafizAhmed Aga of Rhodes, an Ottoman
official, shipowner, and entrepreneur of
the late eighteenth century. Drawing on
Ottoman archival sources, particularly tax
registers and property inventories compiled
after his execution in1800, it traces how
his business ventures extended across the
Eastern Mediterranean, the Balkans, and
the Black Sea while converging on the ra-
pidly expanding port city of izmir. izmir fun-
ctioned as the central hub of his economic
strategy. Most of his urban properties and
commercial infrastructure were located in
the city, including houses, inns, and industri-
al installations such as soap workshops and
an olive-oil mill, linking him directly to the
expanding olive-oil and soap trades of the
late Ottoman Mediterranean. A key com-
ponent of his strategy was the use of vakif
endowments, through which commercial
properties were converted into charitable
foundations that financed institutions such
as his library in Rhodes. These endowments

Considering the Ottoman land regime as
astructureinitself, one of its building
blocks was waqf lands. Solely from the pers-
pective of legal classification wagf lands have
been so farregarded as a category distinct
from the miilk (private property) land, , but it
is apparent that the modes they are utilized
are not much different from miilk lands, with
regards to their de facto modes of manage-
ment and their functioning as aninstrument
to keep the property within the samelineage.
Probably because of this, wealthy classes,
ranging from officials of different ranks in the
Ottoman bureaucracy to landowners who
hold the powerin the countryside,established
several wagfs.

Wagqf founder bureaucrats, landowners, royal
family members and/or local notables beca-
me engaged in production and surplus extra-
cting processes by installing ciftliks, vineyards
and orchards within the wagf lands. Some of
the wagfs founded in the eighteenth century
seemed to lay the foundations for the transi-
tion to capitalism which gained momentum
in the following century. Some examples
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kapitalistlesme 6ncesinde bu siirece
katilmak icin gerekli temelleri atmis
gozlikmektedir.

Former grand vizier Melek Mehmed Pasa,
who was in Cesme during his different duties
in office, became a landownerin the region
and incorparated vineyards to his waqf
founded in1770. About a quarter century
later, the waqgfs of his wife Ayse Hanim and
his treasurer Mehmed Suheyl Efendi were
founded in 1794 on the same day. Just like
sharing the genesis of their establishment,
these endowments shared the same practi-
cesinthe gagf management, and the three
wagfs functioned jointly in a collobaration
both in economic sense and in the social
matters which required their interaction
with the central government. Coined after
the name of the tenancy contract itself,

the paftos reflected specific relations of
production dominant in the vineyards
within the borders of ciftliks. It triggered a
series of events in the nineteenth century
that lasted through the following century,
which was then called "paftos meselesi” (the
issue of paftos).. In order to understand the
beginning of the aforementioned case, this
study will first refer to the forms of contracts
used in waqf lands. Thus, the differences and
similarities between the paftos contracts
used within the wagfs of Melek Mehmed
Pasa and othersin Cesme and other general
models of contracts used in wagf lands will
be grasped as well. Embarking on features
specific to the contract, the primary aspects
of conflict which caused it turninto a social
matter in the following century will be
investigated. Afterall, asaresult of such
investigation, this study aims to answer the

| he district of Aliaga, today part of
modern izmir, takes its name from the

Ali Aga Ciftligi. In the second half of the
nineteenth century Ali Aga Ciftligi came
under the control of the Baltazzi family, a
Levantine family active in finance, trade and
agriculture. While this later period is relati-
vely well documented, the earlier history of
theciftlikand the identity of Ali Aga remain
uncertain. Two different interpretationsin
the prevailing literature usually associate
the name Ali Aga with two prominent ayan
households in the region, the Arapogullari or
the Karaosmanogullari. The establishment
of theciftlik and the figure of Ali Aga have
generally been placed within the purview of
the eighteenth century. This study, however,
offers a different perspective by suggesting
that the origins of the ciftlik can be traced
back to the sixteenth century. It also
reviews the identity of Ali Aga in light of new
evidence. The analysis is based on Ottoman
archival sources including cadastral surveys,
taxregisters, population records and income
books.
